Scholarship Eligibility


The Ohio Delta Scholarship program is open to all Ohio Delta undergraduate members in good standing.  The following conditions will cause a member to become ineligible if they exist on the published date that Scholarship applications are due:


The member has not fully paid all Chapter dues, fees or fines or is not current on a payment plan.  The Chapter Treasurer will make this determination.


The member is in the bottom quartile of the Brotherly Ranking.  This will be for the Fall quarter as of the application due date.  The Chapter President will make this determination.


The Chapter President determines, and the Scholarship Committee agrees, that the member has engaged in serious behavior detrimental to the Chapter and/or its reputation.


The “Brotherly Ranking” is a program initiated and administered by the undergraduate Executive Board to objectively and systematically record participation by each Undergraduate Brother in activities deemed beneficial to the Chapter, the university, and the local community.
